Enrique is a Two-Time GRAMMY Nominated Artist, who shows great versatility and depth as a performing artist, song writer, film/TV composer, and educator.  A member of the American Society of Composers, Authors, and Publishers (ASCAP), Enrique, also known as “Hank” performs in the styles of Latin Jazz, Blues, and World/Ethnic Beat.  He is a “triple-threat” as a musician, performing on the piano, virtuoso “Arturo Sandoval-like” tuba, and perhaps most unique, his style of ethnic scatting.  Along with his gruff and earthy style of scat, Enrique can also charm an audience with his sultry and beautiful voice on originals like “Touch,” “Happy Lie”, and “When you are Wrong.”  Additionally, Enrique performs lyrics in both Spanish and English.
As a composer, he was asked to produce the demo CD for the future TV series, the Wheel of Time, based on the novels by Robert Jordan.  This dramatic demo showcases his ability to write unforgettable themes with large soaring orchestral and choral textures a la Lord of the Rings and Star Wars.  At the other end of the spectrum, his ability to write both lyrics and music in a jazz style, a la Diana Reeves, Billie Holliday, Cassandra Wilson allows him to offer a wide spectrum in styles for film, TV and for individual artists.  Recently, he was hired as the composer for a new western film “7 Spanish Angels”, an independent film, “Libertad” for the summer of 2006, and a horror film to star Antonio Banderas.  He is also a producer for “Watch, Learn, Do”, which produces children’s DVD’s, Videos, and CD’s.  His ability to improvise based on scenes, emotions, and individual characters, etc., allows him to create a unique and passionate music score for each project.

His CD’s are sold via CDBaby.com and to date he has sold thousands of CD’s via word of mouth marketing only. As the founder of the F.A.M.E. Foundation, Enrique guides and delivers the educational service of over 5,000 at-risk children and families annually.  By training teachers with his authored and research-based artistic and holistic based Life Learning techniques, children improve their academic and social progress (National Endowment for the Arts; Grant #418-02.   

Enrique performs in many venues both in the U.S. and internationally.  He has performed with the 2004 “Chicago” Tour, Wynton Marsalis, Patti La Belle, Wayne Brady, Gregory Harrison, Carol Wood and Helen Hayes winner Bianca Marroquin.  He has also been a guest performer and educator at the Interlochen Center for the Arts, the Brevard Center for Music and the Wisconsin Summer Music Clinic.  As a former professor of music at the University of Arizona and the University of Wisconsin at Madison, Enrique has also guest conducted many ensembles, including most recently the Southern Arizona Symphony Orchestra on Beethoven’s Third Symphony.  Since 1997, Enrique has been invited to perform at multiple International Brass Conferences, including in Riva Del Garda, Italy, Budapest, Hungary, Regina, Canada, Washington DC, Los Angeles, and others.  He performs with his wife, Marie Sierra, who is a concert pianist and together they enjoy the many pleasures of raising their two children; Nicholas, age 7 and Samantha, age 11.
